1. PM Narendra Modi Flagged Off 4 New Vande Bharat Trains from
Varanasi, UP
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In November 2025, Prime Minister Narendra Modi inaugurated four new
Vande Bharat trains during his visit to Varanasi, Uttar Pradesh, raising the
total to 164 operational services nationwide. The new routes are
Banaras—Khajuraho, Lucknow—-Saharanpur, Firozpur-Delhi, and
Ernakulam-Bengaluru, enhancing regional and inter-state connectivity.
Developed by Integral Coach Factory (Tamil Nadu), these semi-high-speed
trains significantly reduce travel time — Banaras—Khajuraho by 2 hrs 40
mins, Lucknow—Saharanpur by 1 hr 45 mins, Firozpur—Delhi in 6 hrs 40

mins, and Bengaluru—Ernakulam in 8 hrs 40 mins, connecting key northern
and southern regions efficiently.

2. Overview of PM Narendra Modi’s Visit to Uttarakhand on November 09,
2025
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On November 9, 2025, Prime Minister Narendra Modi visited Dehradun,
Uttarakhand, to attend the Silver Jubilee (25th Anniversary) celebration of
the state’s formation at the Forest Research Institute (FRI). He inaugurated
and laid foundations for development projects worth over Rs 8,140 crore,
including AMRUT water supply, solar power plants, and hydro-sector
projects like Song Dam and Jamarani Dam. PM also released postage
stamps showcasing the state’s heritage, and a coffee table book titled
“Gauravshali Ateet, Sashakt Vartaman aur Sunehra Bhavishya”. Additionally,
he transferred Rs 62 crore to 28,000 farmers under PM Fasal Bima Yojana.
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3. Overview of 18th UMI Conference & Exhibition Held from November 7 to
9, 2025, in Gurugram, Haryana
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In November 2025, Union Minister Manohar Lal Khattar inaugurated the
18th Urban Mobility India (UMI) Conference & Exhibition in Gurugram,
Haryana. The three-day event (Nov 7-9, 2025) was themed “Urban
Development and Mobility Nexus” and jointly organized by MoHUA,
Government of Haryana, IUT (India), and GMRL. Key highlights included the
launch of the logo and website of the PM e-Bus Sewa Scheme, promoting
green mobility and innovation, and the presentation of UMI Awards 2025
for Excellence in Urban Transport. The UMI 2026 edition will be hosted in
Bhubaneswar, Odisha from October 23-25, 2026.
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4. c-DOT and IIT Gandhinagar partners to Establish CoE for Indigenous
Telecom and Cybersecurity Research

On November 8, 2025, the Centre for Development of Telematics (C-DOT),
under the Ministry of Communications, signed an MoU with the Indian
Institute of Technology (lIT) Gandhinagar, Gujarat, to establish a Centre of
Excellence (CoE) for telecom and cybersecurity innovation. The
collaboration will focus on mobile communications, quantum
communication, Al, satellite systems, and cyber-secure telecom



applications. The CoE will also promote incubation, mentoring, startups,
and skilling programs, supporting India’s telecommunication and
semiconductor missions. It aims to boost indigenous product
development, research, and patent creation to strengthen technological
sovereignty.
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5. Tamil Nadu to Launch India’s First ‘Women’'s Wellness on Wheels’
Vehicle

In November 2025, the Tamil Nadu Government launched India’s first
“Women’s Wellness on Wheels (WWW)” initiative, a ¥41 crore project to
promote women’s health through mobile medical units. The scheme
focuses on early detection and prevention of breast and cervical cancer,
deploying 38 mobile units across 38 districts. It includes free HPV
vaccination for girls aged 14 and below, implemented through schools and
PHCs with a ¥36 crore budget. Additionally, a ¥50,000 maturity fund will be
provided to 118 girls, encouraging education, preventing child marriage,
and supporting women’s empowerment in rural areas.
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6. Quad Naval Exercise MALABAR 2025 Begins at Guam, Northern Pacific
Ocean




On November 10, 2025, the 29th edition of Exercise Malabar 2025 began
at Guam, Northern Pacific Ocean, hosted by the United States of America
(USA). The nine-day Quad naval exercise (Nov 10-18) involves navies of
India, USA, Japan, and Australia, aiming to enhance naval interoperability
and Indo-Pacific maritime cooperation. The exercise includes Harbour
Phase (Nov 10-12) and Sea Phase (Nov 13-17) with advanced maritime
operations, fleet manoeuvres, and ASW drills. INS Sahyadri, a
Shivalik-class Guided Missile Stealth Frigate, represented India. Exercise
Malabar, initiated in 1992, became a four-nation Quad exercise by 2020.

7. RBI proposes 70% cap on financing for acquisitions and limits on CME




In October 2025, the Reserve Bank of India (RBI) released a draft circular
on acquisition financing, allowing banks to fund up to 70% of an
acquisition’s value, while the remaining 30% must come from the acquirer.
The proposal, under the “RBI (Commercial Banks — Capital Market
Exposure (CME)) Directions, 2025”, aims to enable banks to finance
corporate acquisitions both in India and abroad. For example, if an
acquisition costs ¥10,000 crore, banks can lend ¥7,000 crore. The RBI also
proposed new limits on banks’ exposure to capital markets and
acquisition finance.
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8. Sheetal Devi Becomes First Indian Para Archer in Able-Bodied National
Team




In November 2025, 18-year-old para-archer Sheetal Devi from Jammu &
Kashmir (J&K) made history as the first Indian para-athlete to be
selected for the able-bodied national archery team during trials at the
National Centre of Excellence, Sonipat (Haryana). She will represent
India in the compound women'’s team at the Asia Cup Archery 2025
(Stage 3) in Jeddah, Saudi Arabia (Dec 10-15, 2025). Scoring 703 points,
she ranked 3rd after Tejal Salve and Vaidehi Jadhav. Born with
phocomelia, Sheetal is the world’s first armless female para-archery
champion and India’s youngest Paralympic medallist (17 years, 2024).
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
