1. Overview of India Maritime Week 2025 Held from October 27 to 31,
2025, in Mumbai, Maharashtra - Part I1
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The India Maritime Week (IMW) 2025, organized by the Ministry of Ports,
Shipping, and Waterways (MoPSW), was held from October 27-31, 2025,
in Mumbai, Maharashtra. Over 600 MoUs worth ¥12 lakh crores were
signed to strengthen India’s maritime sector. Key focus areas included port
development (30%), green initiatives (20%), shipbuilding (20%),
industrialization (20%), and trade (10%). The V.O. Chidambaranar Port
Authority (VoCPA) signed MoUs worth ¥1.27 lakh crores, including major
deals with JIPL (¥47,000 crores) and GIREFPL (¥25,400 crores). DCI signed
22 MoUs worth ¥17,645 crores..

2. Overview of Bharat International Rice Conference 2025 held in New
Delhi
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The Bharat International Rice Conference (BIRC 2025), the world’s
largest rice industry platform, was held at Bharat Mandapam, New Delhi,
from October 30-31, 2025, chaired by Union Minister Piyush Goyal. Over
80 countries participated to discuss India’s rice trade and agri-innovation.
Key highlights included the launch of India’s first Al-based rice sorting
system, MoUs worth ¥33,435 crore, and the establishment of an
Agricultural Research Centre for sustainable rice production. Farmers
were felicitated for excellence in quality and innovation. Bharat Organics
launched its Organic Rice Range & D2C platform, and a coffee table book
on rice heritage was released..
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3. MoPR Launches First-of-Its-Kind ‘Model Youth Gram Sabha’ Initiative in
New Delhi
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In October 2025, the Ministry of Panchayati Raj (MoPR), in collaboration
with the Department of School Education & Literacy (DoSE&L) and the
Ministry of Tribal Affairs (MoTA), launched the Model Youth Gram Sabha
(MYGS) in New Delhi. The event witnessed the launch of the MYGS Portal
and a Teacher Training Module. Aligned with NEP 2020 and the vision of
Viksit Bharat, MYGS will be implemented in 1,000+ schools including JNVs,
EMRSs, and State Schools. Each school will receive ¥20,000 as one-time
funding for organizing mock Gram Sabha sessions, logistics, and
refreshments.
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4. union Minister Jyotiraditya Scindia Inaugurated Sohra Tourism Circuit
Project Under PM-DevINE Scheme

In November 2025, Union Minister Jyotiraditya M. Scindia (MDoNER &
MoC) and Meghalaya CM Conrad K. Sangma laid the foundation stone for
the Integrated Development of the Sohra (Cherrapunji) Tourism Circuit in
Sohra, Meghalaya under the PM-DeVvINE Scheme. The ¥650 crore project
(including 221 crore from MDoNER) aims to make Sohra a hub of
sustainable, community-led tourism. Major components include the Sohra
Experience Centre (115 crore), Nohkalikai Falls Precinct (%26 crore), and
Mawsmai Eco Park (¥29 crore). The project also includes Seven Sisters
Falls Viewpoint, Shella Riverside, and adventure tourism.
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5. Indian Army hosts Young Leader Forum “Veer Yuva”




On October 31, 2025, the Indian Army (lA), in collaboration with the Centre
for Land Warfare Studies (CLAWS), organized the Young Leaders Forum
(YLF)-VEER YUVA at the Manekshaw Centre, New Delhi, marking National
Unity Day. The event served as a curtain-raiser for the 3rd Chanakya
Defence Dialogue (CDD 2025), themed “Reform to Transform: Sashakt,
Surakshit aur Viksit Bharat” (Nov 27-28, 2025). The forum aimed to
empower youth for Viksit Bharat @2047, featuring Kiren Rijiju, General
Upendra Dwivedi, and Tejasvi Surya. It promoted strategic awareness,
defence innovation, and youth leadership across India.
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6. RBI Launches 3 Key Surveys for Monetary Policy Inputs

In October 2025, the Reserve Bank of India (RBI) announced the launch of
the November 2025 rounds of three key surveys — Inflation Expectations
Survey of Households (IESH), Rural Consumer Confidence Survey
(RCCS), and Urban Consumer Confidence Survey (UCCS). These surveys



provide crucial inputs for monetary policy formulation. The IESH covers
19 major cities to assess price movements and inflation; the RCCS covers
rural and semi-urban areas of 31 States/UTs to gauge economic and
employment perceptions; and the UCCS studies urban consumer
sentiment on income, spending, and price trends. RBlI Governor: Sanjay
Malhotra.
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7. ISRO Launched India’s Heaviest Military Communication Satellite
‘CMS-03’ from Sriharikota, AP

In November 2025, the Indian Space Research Organisation (ISRO)
successfully launched India’s heaviest military communication satellite —
CMS-03 (GSAT-7R), weighing 4,410 kg, aboard the Launch Vehicle Mark-3
(LVM3-M5) or ‘Bahubali’ rocket from Sriharikota, Andhra Pradesh. This
was the 5th operational flight of LVM3, earlier used in Chandrayaan-3, and
placed the satellite in Geosynchronous Transfer Orbit (GTO). GSAT-7R,
replacing GSAT-7 (Rukmini), is a multi-band satellite designed to enhance



Indian Navy communications across the Indian Ocean Region (IOR). It has
a 15-year mission life and includes indigenous advanced components.

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8. Renowned Litterateur and Padma Shree Awardee Ramdarash Mishra
passed away

In October 2025, renowned Hindi and Bhojpuri poet, writer, and
academic Ramdarash Mishra passed away in New Delhi at the age of
101. Born on August 15, 1924, in Gorakhpur, Uttar Pradesh, Mishra’s
career spanned over seven decades, shaping modern Hindi literature.
Author of 150+ books, including 32 poetry collections and 15 novels, his
notable works include “Main Toh Yahan Hoon” and “Agni Ki Hansi.” He
received Padma Shri (2025), Saraswati Samman (2021), Sahitya Akademi
(2015), and Vyas Samman (2011). His passing marks the end of an era in
Hindi literature.
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
