1. Overview of PM Narendra Modi’s Visit to Chhattisgarh on November 1, 2025
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On November 1, 2025, Prime Minister Narendra Modi visited Chhattisgarh to mark
the 25th Foundation Day (Silver Jubilee) of the state, established on November 1,
2000. He inaugurated and laid foundation stones for projects worth ¥14,260 crore
in key sectors such as roads, industry, healthcare, and energy. During the
Rajyotsava 2025 celebration in Nava Raipur, the PM highlighted Chhattisgarh’s
tribal heritage through cultural performances. He also inaugurated the new
Chhattisgarh Legislative Assembly building spread over 51 acres (costing ¥324
crore) and unveiled statues of former PM Atal Bihari Vajpayee within the Assembly
complex.

2. Union Minister Jyotiraditya Scindia inaugurates NEST cluster and Lays
Foundation stone for Rs. 635 cr Development Projects in Assam

In October 2025, Union Minister Jyotiraditya M. Scindia (Ministry of
Communications & MDoNER) inaugurated the North Eastern Science & Technology
(NEST) Cluster at lIT Guwahati, Assam, and laid the foundation for development
projects worth ¥635 crore. The NEST Cluster, built with an investment of ¥22.98
crore, will serve as a hub for innovation in Grassroots Innovation, Al &
Semiconductors, Bamboo Technologies, and Biodegradable Plastics. Key projects
include 65 new secondary schools (Y455 crore), Chayagaon-Ukium Road (¥102.69
crore), RCC Bridge at Silonijan—-Dhansiri Par Ghat (20.59 crore), and Industrial
Estates in Kokrajhar & Baksa (¥32.8 crore).
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3. CU-UP Launches India’s 1st University led Startup Launchpad ‘Campus
Tank’ for Young Innovators

In November 2025, Chandigarh University—Uttar Pradesh (CU-UP), India’s 1st
Al-augmented multidisciplinary university, launched ‘Campus Tank’, the largest
university-led launchpad for young innovators. It also unveiled ‘CU Al Space’ to inspire
innovation using Al-powered tools. With a fund of USD 6 million (= ¥50 crore),
Campus Tank aims to promote innovation and entrepreneurship by offering financial
assistance and expert mentorship. Over 1,000 startups joined during the launch, with
10 securing funding. The initiative supports startups from ideation to market launch,



fostering research, development, and networking opportunities for young
entrepreneurs.

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4. UNEP’s AGR 2025: Developing Nations Face an Annual Adaptation Bill of Up
to USD 365 Billion by 2035

Running on empty

In October 2025, the United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP) released the
‘Adaptation Gap Report (AGR) 2025: Running on Empty’, highlighting that
developing nations will need USD 310-365 billion annually by 2035 for climate
adaptation, nearly 12 times higher than the current USD 26 billion (2023). Released
ahead of COP30 in Belem, Brazil, the report warns that the Glasgow Climate Pact goal
of USD 40 billion by 2025 is unlikely to be achieved. It notes that 172 countries have
national adaptation plans, though 36 are outdated, and that private investment could
rise to USD 50 billion annually.

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5. sebi caps weights in Bank Nifty, tightens index rules to broaden
representation
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In October 2025, the Securities and Exchange Board of India (SEBI)
announced major reforms to the Nifty Bank Index (NBI) to boost diversification
and reduce concentration risk. The index expansion will increase constituents
from 12 to 14, while the weight cap for the top stock is set at 20% and top three
stocks at 45%. The descending weight structure mandates each stock to have
a lower weight than the previous one. Implementation timelines: BANKEX and
FINNIFTY by December 2025, and BANKNIFTY by March 2026. These changes
will ensure a balanced sectoral representation and improve market stability.
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6. 1PPB signs MoU with EPFO for doorstep Digital Life Certificate services
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In November 2025, the India Post Payments Bank (IPPB), under the
Department of Posts (DoP), signed an MoU with the Employees’ Provident
Fund Organization (EPFO) to provide doorstep Digital Life Certificate (DLC)
services for Employees’ Pension Scheme (EPS), 1995 pensioners. The service,
using face authentication and biometric verification, is free of cost, with
expenses borne by EPFO. The MoU was exchanged between R. Viswesvaran
(IPPB) and Ramesh Krishnamurthi (EPFO) during EPFO’s 73rd Foundation
Day in New Delhi. IPPB will leverage its 1.65 lakh post offices and 3 lakh postal
agents, supporting Digital India and Ease of Living..

7. OpenAl Signs USD 38 Million multi-year cloud partnership with AWS
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In November 2025, OpenAl signed a landmark USD 38 billion, 7-year
agreement with Amazon Web Services (AWS), marking its first major strategic
collaboration with a global cloud leader. The partnership, called the largest Al
cloud deal to date, aims to expand OpenAl’s computing capacity using AWS’s
high-performance, scalable, and secure cloud infrastructure. Under the deal,
OpenAl will access Amazon EC2 UltraServers powered by NVIDIA chips,
enabling efficient ChatGPT inference and next-generation Al model training.
Full deployment is targeted by 2026, with expansion options into 2027.

8. Sanjay Garg Appointed as New DG of Bureau of Indian Standards



In November 2025, Sanjay Garg, a 1994-batch IAS officer of the Kerala cadre,
was appointed as the new Director General (DG) of the Bureau of Indian
Standards (BIS) under the Ministry of Consumer Affairs, Food & Public
Distribution, effective 1 November 2025. His appointment, approved by the
Appointments Committee of the Cabinet (ACC), follows the retirement of
Pramod Kumar Tiwari. As DG, he will lead India’s standardization,
certification, and consumer protection frameworks, and represent India
globally as President of INC in the International Electrotechnical
Commission (IEC). BIS aims to promote a “Quality-First India” vision.
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9. International Day for Biosphere Reserves 2025 - November 3



The International Day for Biosphere Reserves (BR), also known as World
Biosphere Reserve Day, is observed globally on 3rd November by UNESCO to
raise awareness about the conservation and sustainable management of
biosphere reserves. The 4th observance took place on 3rd November 2025. The
day was proclaimed through UNESCO Resolution 41 C/37 (2021), with the first
celebration in 2022. Under the Man and the Biosphere (MAB) Programme, the
World Network of Biosphere Reserves (WNBR) includes 759 sites in 136
countries, of which India has 18 BRs, including 13 in UNESCO’s WNBR.
