1. Union Minister H.D.Kumaraswamy Launches 3rd Round of PLI Scheme
for Speciality Steel

In November 2025, Union Minister H.D. Kumaraswamy (MoS Steel)
launched the 3rd round of PLI Scheme (PLI 1.2) for Specialty Steel to boost
domestic production of high-value steel. The scheme offers 4-15% incentives
for five years starting FY26, with FY25 as the base year.

Meanwhile, Odisha CM Mohan Charan Majhi inaugurated India’s first
Silicon Carbide (SiC) Semiconductor Plant at Info Valley, Bhubaneswar,
under India Semiconductor Mission (MeitY). Implemented by SiCSem Pvt.
Ltd. with Clas-SiC Wafer Fab Ltd (UK), the ¥2,067 crore project will produce
SiC wafers and power chips for EVs, defence, and energy sectors..
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2. Janjatiya Gaurav Varsh Pakhwada 2025 Observed from November 1 to
15, 2025

From 1-15 November 2025, the Government of India (Gol) observed
Janjatiya Gaurav Varsh Pakhwada to celebrate India’s tribal heritage,
culture, and contributions. The event, guided by Union Minister Jual Oram
(MoTA), was part of the year-long Janjatiya Gaurav Varsh, marking the
150th birth anniversary of Bhagwan Birsa Munda (15 November 2025).
The Prime Minister Narendra Modi had institutionalized Janjatiya Gaurav
Diwas on 15 November. Celebrations nationwide included career guidance
programmes, plantation drives, heritage rallies, PVTG benefit surveys,
health camps, and youth activities across various states.
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3. India and Denmark Launches ‘Indo-Danish Business Council’ to
Strengthen Bilateral Ties




In November 2025, India and Denmark launched the Indo-Danish Business
Council (IDBC) in Copenhagen, Denmark, to strengthen bilateral
cooperation in innovation, investment, and sustainable development,
marking 75 years of diplomatic ties. The Council was launched by Manish
Prabhat, Ambassador of India to Denmark. Freddy Svane serves as
Chairperson, with Sudhir Mishra and Rajat Pandey as Co-Chairs. The
IDBC focuses on Green Energy, Fintech, Life Sciences, Healthcare, Deep
Tech, and Sustainability, promoting the India—Denmark Green Strategic
Partnership and connecting industry leaders, entrepreneurs, and
policymakers for sustainable global growth.
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4. 1ndia’s top 1% grew its wealth by 62%o since 2000: G20 report




In November 2025, under South Africa’s G20 Presidency, the G20
Extraordinary Committee of Independent Experts on Global Inequality,
led by Nobel laureate Joseph Stiglitz, released its first-ever report on
global inequality. The report revealed that between 2000-2023, India’s
richest 1% saw a 62% rise in wealth. Globally, 83% of countries have high
income inequality (Gini > 0.4), representing 90% of the world’s population.
From 2000-2024, the richest 1% captured 41% of all new wealth, while the
bottom 50% gained only 1%. Additionally, 2.3 billion people face food
insecurity, up 335 million since 2019.
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5. Scapia and Federal Bank Launched ‘Family Add-on Credit Cards’ and
‘Scapia Store’ Travel Shopping Platform




In November 2025, Scapia, in partnership with Federal Bank Limited,
launched the Family Add-on Credit Card feature and the Scapia Store,
India’s first travel-focused shopping platform, enhancing its travel-fintech
ecosystem. The Family Add-on Cards allow up to 3 family members (18+
years) with independent app access, digital KYC, and custom spending
limits. Users enjoy Scapia Coins, zero forex markup, and lounge access
benefits. The Scapia Store offers travel apparel, accessories, luggage, and
gadgets from brands like Columbia, Tripole, and Nasher Miles, with 20%
cashback in Scapia Coins.

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6. QS World University Rankings Asia 2026: The University of Hong Kong

Tops; IIT Delhi Slips to 59th



In November 2025, Quacquarelli Symonds (QS) released the QS World
University Rankings: Asia 2026, featuring 1,529 universities from 25
locations. The University of Hong Kong topped the list (score 100),
followed by Peking University (China) and Nanyang Technological
University (Singapore). lIT-Delhi ranked 59th (score 78.6), remaining
India’s top university, though it fell from 44th (2025) and 46th (2024). India
had 294 ranked universities, with 7 in the top 100, including lISc
Bangalore, lIT-Madras, IIT-Bombay, lIT-Kharagpur, lIT-Kanpur, and Delhi
University. China led with 394 universities, and Chandigarh University
improved its rank from 120 to 109.
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7. Google Announced ‘Project Suncatcher’ to Develop Space-Based Al

Infrastructure



In November 2025, Google LLC unveiled ‘Project Suncatcher’, a
space-based, solar-powered Al infrastructure initiative using
Trillium-generation Tensor Processing Units (TPUs) aboard satellites in
low-Earth orbit (LEO). Partnering with Planet Labs PBC, Google aims to
test scalable AI/ML compute systems in space, with two prototype
satellites set to launch in early 2027. Operating in a dawn—dusk
sun-synchronous orbit, these satellites will harness 8x more solar power
than ground systems. The project includes 81 interconnected satellites
using Free-Space Optical (FSO) communication achieving Tbps-level data
transfer, envisioning cost-effective Al data centers as launch costs drop
below USD 200/kg by the mid-2030s.
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8. Telangana Govt Established TAIH to Boost AI Research and

Development

In November 2025, the Government of Telangana launched the

Telangana Artificial Intelligence Innovation Hub (TAIH) in Hyderabad to
strengthen Al research and development and position the state among
the top 20 global Al hubs by 2035. The initiative was inaugurated by D.



Sridhar Babu, Minister for IT, Electronics, and Industries. Established as
a Section 8 company, TAIH is governed by officials from IT, MeeSeva,
and Emerging Technologies. Academic partners include IlIT Hyderabad,
BITS Pilani, ISB, NALSAR, IIT Hyderabad, and C-DAC, while industry
partners are Google, Microsoft, Infosys, and Amazon. Focus areas
include healthcare, education, transport, and Al-enabled e-Governance.
