1. Union Minister Manohar Lal Khattar Releases Rs.50 Commemorative Coin
for NHPC Golden Jubilee

On November 6, 2025, Union Minister Manohar Lal Khattar (Ministry of
Power) released a ¥50 Commemorative Coin celebrating the Golden
Jubilee (50 years) of NHPC Limited in New Delhi. The coin, minted by the
India Government Mint, Hyderabad, features the Lion Capital of Ashoka,
“Satyameva Jayate,” and the NHPC Golden Jubilee logo symbolizing
water, energy, and sustainability.

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2. PHDCCI, South Korea’s Busan Chamber Sign MoU to Boost Bilateral
Trade & Industrial Collaboration

In November 2025, the PHD Chamber of Commerce and Industry
(PHDCCI) and the Busan Chamber of Commerce and Industry (BCClI),
South Korea, signed an MoU in New Delhi to strengthen bilateral trade,
investment, and technology collaboration. The MoU was signed by Dr.
Ranjeet Mehta (PHDCCI) and Yang Jae Saeng (BCCI). It focuses on
Manufacturing, Clean & Renewable Energy, Digital Technology, Maritime
& Logistics, and MSME Skill Development. This agreement reinforces
India—South Korea relations under the Comprehensive Economic
Partnership Agreement (CEPA) through B2B and G2B initiatives.

3.171A Report: India Ranks 3rd Globally with 65 Clean Energy Industrial
Projects




In November 2025, the Industrial Transition Accelerator (ITA) released its
report titled “India Insights Briefing: Unlocking India’s Clean
Industrialisation Opportunity,” revealing that India ranks 3rd globally with
65 clean energy industrial projects, after China and the USA. Established
at COP28, ITA aims to decarbonise industry and transport. The report,
under the ITA India Project Support Programme with BCG, targets
industrial decarbonisation by 2026. Projects are concentrated in Odisha,
Gujarat, Andhra Pradesh, Karnataka, Maharashtra, Tamil Nadu, and
Rajasthan. Key sectors include chemicals, steel, cement, aluminium, and
aviation, focusing on green fuels and clean technologies..
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4. sweden Becomes World’s First Cashless Society

In November 2025, Sweden became the world’s first cashless society,
where digital payments fully replaced physical currency. According to the
Sveriges Riksbank (Central Bank of Sweden), cash circulation is now less



than 1% of Sweden’s GDP. The mobile payment app “Swish”, launched in
2012, plays a major role by enabling instant smartphone transactions. The
government promoted digital payments in cafes, museums, and transport,
while also testing a digital currency — e-krona. Policies limiting
cash-handling in banks made digital transactions the norm, ensuring
security, transparency, and reduced cash-related losses.
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5. Khangchendzonga NP Rated ‘Good’ by IUCN, Only Indian Site to Receive
Positive Status

In October 2025, Khangchendzonga National Park (Sikkim) was rated
‘Good’ by the International Union for Conservation of Nature (IUCN) in the
4th edition of the World Heritage Outlook, making it the only Indian
natural heritage site to receive this top recognition. Released at the IUCN
World Conservation Congress 2025 in Abu Dhabi (UAE), the report
assessed 271 world heritage sites across 115 countries. It identified
climate change, tourism, invasive species, and road development as
major threats. Other Indian sites like Kaziranga, Nanda Devi, and Great
Himalayan NP were rated ‘Good with Some Concerns’, while Western
Ghats and Sundarbans face ‘Significant Concern’.
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6. India and Ecuador Signed Pact to Boost Diplomatic Cooperation

In November 2025, India and Ecuador signed an MoU in Quito, Ecuador, to
strengthen cooperation between their diplomatic training institutions. The
agreement was signed by Gabriela Sommerfeld, Minister of Foreign and
Human Mobility Affairs (Ecuador), and Union MoS Pabitra Margherita
(Ministry of External Affairs, India). Both ministers also jointly inaugurated
the resident Embassy of India in Quito, marking a milestone in
India—Ecuador relations. The MoU aims to enhance collaboration in political
dialogue, trade, pharmaceuticals, training, capacity building, and other
mutual areas of interest.
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7. sBI Surpasses Rs.100 trillion in Business, Crosses USD 100 billion
Market Cap for the First Time

On November 6, 2025, the State Bank of India (SBI), a leading Public
Sector Bank (PSB), achieved a major milestone by crossing a USD 100
billion market capitalization for the first time. This came after its total
business surpassed 100 trillion, including ¥44.20 lakh crore in advances
and ¥55.92 lakh crore in deposits. With this, SBI became the 6th Indian
company to join the USD 100 billion club, alongside Reliance Industries,



TCS, HDFC Bank, ICICI Bank, and Infosys. In Q2 FY 2025-26, SBI’s net
profit rose 10% YoY to ¥20,160 crore, with improved asset quality (GNPA:
1.73%, NNPA: 0.42%).
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8. Hurun India Philanthropy List 2025: HCL Tech Founder Shiv Nadar tops
the list with Rs.2,708 cr donation

In November 2025, the 12th edition of the Hurun India Philanthropy List
2025, released by the EdelGive Foundation and Hurun India, named Shiv
Nadar (80) and his family as India’s Most Generous Donors for the 4th
time in five years. The HCL Technologies founder donated ¥2,708 crore
in FY 2024-25, a 26% increase from last year. Mukesh Ambani & family
ranked 2nd with ¥626 crore, followed by the Bajaj family (¥446 crore).
The list featured 191 philanthropists, donating ¥10,380 crore, with
education as the top cause (4,166 crore). Other top donors include
Kumar Mangalam Birla, Gautam Adani, and Nandan Nilekani.
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
